1.  JOSEPH4 ADKISSON  (DAVID3, WILLIAM2, DAVID1 ATKINS) was born Abt. 1788 in 
Halifax Co. VA or Granville Co. NC, and died October 31, 1837 in Perry Co. TN 
(Source: Joseph Adkisson Pension File, War of 1812.).  He married ELLENDER 
BRASHEARS April 13, 1815 in Roane Co. TN (Source: Joseph Adkisson Pension File, 
War of 1812, Soloman Geren, J. P.), daughter of ZAZA BRASHEARS and ELIZABETH 
ADKINSON.  She was born Abt. 1795 in probably Roane, Co. TN, and died October 31, 
1885 in Decatur Co. TN (Source: Joseph Adkisson Pension File, War of 1812.). 
 
Notes for JOSEPH ADKISSON: 
Joseph Adkisson was born in Halifax Co. VA in 1788. He and his brothers moved to 
Roane Co. TN after their father, David Adkisson, purchased land for them there in 1810. 
He served as one of the original Tennessee "Vols" in the Creek Indian Wars during the 
War of 1812. Joseph was a Sergeant in the company commanded by Captain James 
McKamy which was part of the 2nd Regiment Mounted Gunmen, East Tennessee 
Volunteers commanded by John Brown. 
 
Ellender Brashears was born in Roane Co. TN in 1795 as the youngest daughter of Zaza 
Brashears and Elizabeth Adkinson. On April 13, 1815, Joseph and Ellender were married 
by Esq. Soloman Geren, J. P. in Roane Co. TN. They moved to Lawrence Co. TN for a 
short time and made their way to Wayne Co. TN by 1820. In 1825, Joseph and Ellender 
received a land grant under the act of 1823 on the Tennessee River in Perry (now 
Decatur) Co. TN.  
 
Joseph and Ellender had seven known children: Malinda married William N. Ore, Isaac 
married Charlotte Cooper, Sarah married B. W. Raney, Absalom A. married Kizzie M. 
Brasher, Joseph William Adkisson married "unknown", James J. never married, Yerby 
married Sarina Jane Aydelott. As one of the earliest settlers in Decatur Co. TN, Joseph 
and Ellender are the progenitors of the Adkissons and many other families in the area. 
 
Joseph and Ellender received pensions based on Joseph's service in the war of 
1812. Joseph died at the age of 49 on October 30, 1837. Following, Joseph's death, 
Ellender filed for a bounty land grant under the act of 1850. Ellender combined 
households with her daughter, Malinda after the death of William Ore between 1860 and 
1870. Ellender lived to the ripe old age of 90 and died October 31, 1885.  
 
The Adkisson family gave the land for the Adkisson Cemetery in Decatur Co. TN. The 
cemetery is now known as the Pleasant Hill Cemetery and is the second largest in the 
county. It is believed that Ellender Adkisson is memorialized with the simple stone that 
reads "Granny, 1st grave in cemetery". It is not known where Joseph is buried. 
 



Land Grant - Perry Co. TN  
 
Recorded 8th September 1825 
The State of Tennessee 
To all to whom these presents shall come, Greeting: 
Know ye, That by virtue of part of certificate dated the 21st day of January 1824, filed by 
the registrar of west Tennessee unto George Jenkins for 220 acres and entered on the 17th 
day of May 1824 as an occupant claim under the act of 1823. 
 
There is granted by the said State of Tennessee, unto Joseph Adkisson a portion of the 
said George Jenkins a certain tract or parcel of land, containing one hundred ten acres by 
Survey bearing date the 18th day of June 1824 lying in the ninth District of Perry County 
eighth range & seventh section & bounded follows to wit Beginning at a Black Oak six 
poles East and one hundred & twelve poles South of the three mile post, West of the 
north east corner of said Section Range. South one hundred & forty poles to a white oak 
thence West one hundred twenty eight poles to a Stake at hickory and Dogwood pointer 
thence North one hundred forty poles to a Poplar & Chestnut thence East one hundred 
and twenty eight poles to the beginning. 
 
With the hereditaments and apperienances, To have and to hold the said tract or parcel of 
land with its apperienances to the said Joseph Adkisson and his heirs forever. In witness 
whereof William Carroll Governor of the State of Tennessee hath hereunto set his hand 
and caused the great seal of the state to be affixed at Murfreesborough on the 16th day of 
July in the year of our Lord, one thousand eight hundred and twenty five and of the 
Independence of the United States, the 50th.

Ellender Adkisson applied for bounty land on September 23, 1852 in Decatur Co. TN.

On the 23rd day of September AD 1852 personally appeared before me John C. Yarboro 
a justice of the peace in and for the county and state afore said Elleanor Adkisson aged 58 
years a resident of Decatur County Tennessee who being duly sworn according to law 
declares that she is the widow of Joseph Adkisson deceased who was a Sergeant in the 
company commanded by Captain James McKamy in the Regiment of Tennessee 
Volunteers commanded by John Brown in the war with the Creek Indians.  That her said 
husband enlisted at Kingston Roane County Tennessee on or about the time is not 
distinctly recollected for the term of three months and continued in actual service in said 
war for the term of three months and was honorably discharged in Kingston Roane 
County Tennessee the time is not recollected.  As will more further appear by the muster 
roll of said company his certificate of discharge has been in my possession since the 



death of Joseph Adkisson but has been lost or mislaid so that it cannot be come at.  She 
further states that she was married to the said Joseph Adkisson in Roane County 
Tennessee on the thirteenth day of April about the year 1812 by Esqr. Gunn - a justice of 
the peace in and for Roane County Tennessee and that her name before her marriage was 
Elleanor Brashears that her said husband died in Perry County Tennesee on the 30 day of 
October 1837 and that she is still a widow. 
 
She makes this declaration for the purpose of obtaining the bounty land to which she may 
be entitled under the act past September the 28 AD 1850.

This Indenture made and Entered into this day of March A. D. 1857 Between William N. 
Ore and Malinda Ore his wife formerly Malinda Atkinson of the one part and William 
Atkinson of the other part.  Witnesseth that for and in consideration of the sun of Twenty 
four Dollars to us paid have this bargained and Sold and do hereby Transfer and Convey to 
the Said William Atkinson his heirs and assigns forever all of our individuals Interest, it 
being one fifth of one sixth Share of a Certain Tract of Land in Said County Containing 160 
acres and Bounded as follows:  Beginning At a Sweet Gum standing 33 poles East and 426 
poles South of the north west corner of Section No. 7.  Thence East 154 poles to a maple &  
Box Elder on the Bank of Tennessee River.  Thence up the Meanders of the Same 16 
(degrees) West 76 poles to Sycamore & White Oak.  Thence West 136 poles to a white oak 
& white oak pointers.  Thence North 79 poles to the beginning.  To have and to hold the 
said individual one fifth of one sixth part of said 160 acres we do covenant with the Said 
William Atkisson That are Lawfully Sized of Said Interest have a good right to convey and 
we further covenant and bind our selves our heirs and representatives to warrant and forever 
defend the right and bind Title to said undivided interest to the Said William Atkinson his 
heirs and assigns against the lawful claims of all persons Whatever In Witness where of we 
have hereunto Set our hands and seal the day and date above written

Austin Butler was born in Walker Co. AL in 1858.  He was born on land acquired 
through a land patent purchased by his father, James M. Butler.  The family lived in 
Walker County a short time before moving on in 1861 to northern Alabama.  Austin's 
youngest sister Virgie was born near Tuscumbia in 1862.   
 
By 1870, the family had made its way to Decatur Co. TN.  Austin's step sister, George 
Anna Bishop was married in Decatur County in 1871.  Family tradition is that the family 
was on its way west to Arkansas and stopped along the way in Decatur County and 
decided to stay.  In 1876, Austin, along with his brothers Columbus and Patrick, borrow 
money from Davy, Torbit & Co. of Point Pleasant to finance their cotton crop on rented 
land in Decatur County.  Austin's oldest half brother, Thomas, is found living in Decatur 
County in the 1880 census.  Austin's half brother, John Wesley and half sister, Sarah 
Emily, are found in southeast Missouri in 1880.  Austin's half brother, James M. is found 
in Madison Co. TN in 1880.  John, Sarah and James all later move to northeast Arkansas. 
 
In 1883, Austin married Millie Alice Ivey, daughter of John Jasper Ivey and Mary 
Ellender Orr.  The Ivey and Orr families were well established in Decatur County when 
the Butler family arrived around 1870.  Austin and Millie did not own any land but were 
farmers in Decatur County and worked hard to provide for their 10 surviving children.  
The family lived at several different places in Decatur County.  In the early 1900's, they 
lived on the Ed Renfroe Road near the Mt. Nebo Methodist Church.  Austin worked for a 
while as a "mule skinner" at a mule powered cotton gin that was located near the Red 
House Inn and owned by W. H. Martin.  Austin had the reputation of being able to tame 
any hard to handle mule by working them on the cotton gin.  Local farmers would bring 
their mules to Austin for encouragement of a more productive disposition.  In 1908, a 
large hail storm struck the area, destroying the roof of the Mt. Nebo Church.  Family 
tradition has it that several roosting chickens were killed in the trees by this hail storm at 
the nearby Butler home. 
 
Later, the family lived at the Lacy place near Campground Church and off Pritchard Lane 
between Utah Community and Decaturville.  Pritchard Lane was flooded when Kentucky 
Lake was constructed on the Tennessee River.  Austin died in 1918 at home off Pritchard 
Lane.  Local newspapers record the winter of 1917-1918 as one of the coldest and having 
one of the heaviest snow falls of record.  After his death, the family carried his body by 
mule and wagon to the Ivey Cemetery for burial. This was a long day's journey on the 
poor roads at that time.  Alice continued to live in Decatur County until 1947 when she 
died leaving a legacy of 31 grandchildren, 12 great grandchildren and one great-great 
grandchild.  Alice is buried beside Austin at the Ivey Cemetery.

Opal Fanning (The Lexington Progress, February 9, 1917)  Last Tuesday evening when the 
hands of the clock pointed to the hour of 7:30, the sad news went over Lexington that after 
a  tragic battle in the household of John H. and Mrs. Ora Fanning, the Death Angel had 
conquered and claimed for his own, Opal, the beloved daughter and only child of Mr. and 
Mrs. Fanning.  The day of her death the 9th inst., was the 14th anniversary of the birth of 
the only earthly treasure of eh devoted parents.  Opal was born in Scotts Hill, this county, 
and with her parents came to Lexington eight years ago.  Here she grew up and attended 
school, having reached the first grade in the High School when her last illness seized her 
about two weeks before her death.  She was the light of the household, the idol of her 
parents, beloved by all.  She was bright intellectually, amiable by nature, loving and lovable 
to her parents, relatives and many friends and had before her the promise of a magnificent 
womanhood.  The writer has often seen her in passing and thought every time how proud of 
her parents should be, as they were.  In her premature death, notwithstanding her parents 



know that she has gone to a home with God-a home infinitely better than the best the world 
could give-their grief and sorrow is hard to bear.  They will be offered all possible 
consolation by their relatives and friends, but God alone, through the healing balm of time, 
can bring to them resignation to the unspeakable sorrow which has befallen them. 
 
The funeral service held in the Southern Methodist Church Wednesday afternoon was one 
of the saddest occasions we have ever known in our thirty three years in Lexington.  The 
house was packed with a limited number of relatives and friends and acquaintances of the 
bereft father and mother.  The beautiful songs selected were sung by the intermediate choir 
of the church and Sunday School, of which the dead girl was a member, for Opal herself 
had been a member of the church since the Culpepper meeting here in the summer of 1915.  
Rev. J. V. Freeman took for his theme the experience of David in the loss of a child; he 
preached a really fine, sensible and pathetic sermon.  Prof. J. O. Brown, in a tribute to the 
deceased lass, told how loyal, lovable and obedient she was, that she had never needed 
correction in school and that her deportment was never marked under perfect:  100.  The 
interment was in Lexington Cemetery and when the mound of earth was made over Opal's 
last earthly resting place, it was more than covered by as beautiful flowers as we have ever 
seen.  May God heal the wounded hearts of Mr. and Mrs. Fanning and may every relative 
and friend lend every effort to show them that the world has yet many claims upon them, in 
the performance of which they can find consolation in their seemingly irreparable loss.

We always called him "Uncle Fate"  which was proper since he was my grandfather's 
brother and my great uncle.  I had always assumed his name was Lafayette but when he 
registered for the draft in 1918, he signed his name as William Granville Montgomery.  
Granville was the name of his grandfather so that was a good choice.  In the 1910 and 
1920 census, he is listed as Fayette which ties with the nickname that we used. For the 
1920 census, he became William G. and by 1930, he is just W. G.  He married his first 
wife as Lafayette but was W. G. for his second.  It seems that "Uncle Fate" has a more 
complex name than previously thought.  I am going with William Granville Lafayette 
Montgomery to cover all bases.

Around 1918, there was a serious flu epidemic in Decatur County.  It was said that "there 
weren't enough well people to care for the sick or to bury the dead."  During this time, 
Carl came down with the flu and was in a coma for 6-8 weeks.  This, no doubt, impacted 
Carl's health in later years as he suffered from asthma throughout his life. 
 
Carl married Edna Welch in 1923 and moved to the Lynn Welch place to set up 
housekeeping.  Carl and Edna worked there as sharecroppers and their three children 
were born there.  It was a challenging time for the family.  During the winter months, 
Edna would split open the cotton sacks and place them on the floor as a rug to block 
some of the cold air coming through the cracks in the floor. 
 
The family moved to several different locations in Decatur Co. and continued to work as 
sharecroppers - Richard Blount place, Tom Lacy place, Frank Dees farm, Frog Pond 
place, Arnold Broadway place.  It was difficult to make a living as a sharecropper with 
the normal share being 1/3 of the corn, 1/4 of the cotton and 1/2 of the hay going to the 
sharecropper. 
 
They moved back to the Lynn Welch place before Carl bought and sold land in the Largo 
Community from his Mother's estate.  He sold the land to his brother in law Bonnie 
Keeton and bought a farm in the Davis Community that later became know as the 
"Locked House."  Carl's grandchildren gave it this name because it sat empty for many 
years before falling in from disrepair. 
 
Carl and his son Charles tried to make a living farming on the new land in the Davis 
Community but the boll weevil took its toll and they soon went broke.  Charles followed 
his brother in law, Rogers Moore to Jackson, Tennessee to work at the Agricultural 
Experiment Farm.  In the early 1950's, Carl and Edna moved to Jackson along with the 
family of their son Charles.  They were paid a minimal wage for working at the 
Experiment Station plus a share in the produce of the farm. 
 
Carl and Edna continued to live in the home of their son, Charles, and moved to Chester 
Street in Jackson and later to Bemis. 
 
 
Uncle Lynn Welch place - David Welch sold approx. 25-30 acres to the "Coalings 
Company" for use in charcoal production.  Timber was cut in approximate 4' lengths and 
stacked in large piles for burning or smoldering into charcoal.  The charcoal was then 
hauled by wagon to Brownsport Furnace to fire the furnace for iron smelting.  Iron ore 



dug out of area hills was hauled to the furnace area.  During this time, 12-15 houses were 
built at Brownsport for workers.  Years later, when Carl Butler, Sr.'s family was 
sharecroppers at what is near the present J. G. Brasher home, some of the fields there had 
places where the plowed ground showed evidence of the charcoal burning operations---
dark black soil.

Mr. Butler died August 29 at the Madison County Hospital after a long illness. 
 
He was a retired farmer.  He was born in Decatur County, the son of the late Austin and 
Alice Butler.  He was married to the former Edna Welch, who survives.  He also leaves 
two sons, Carl Butler, Jr. of Decaturville and Charles Butler of Bemis; one daughter, Mrs. 
Rogers Moore of Lexington; a brother, Clyde Butler of Decaturville; six sisters, Mrs. 
Richard Blount, Mrs. Walt Morgan, and Mrs. Bonnie Keeton of Decaturville, Mrs. 
William Myracle of Memphis, Mrs. Floyd Welch of Wyatt, Missouri; Mrs. Joe Hopper, 
Newbern; and nine grandchildren.
